PURPOSE OF THIS TEST

The purpose of this test is (a) to see if | may have a genetic variant or chromosome rearrangement causing a genetic disorder; or (b) to evaluate the chance that I will
develop or pass on a genetic disorder in the future. If | already know the specific gene variant(s) or chromosome rearrangement that causes the genetic disorder in
my family, | agree to inform the laboratory of this information.

WHAT TYPE OF TEST RESULTS CAN | EXPECT FROM GENETIC TESTING?

1. Positive: A change in your DNA was found, which is very likely the cause of your features/symptoms. This is the most straightforward test result, which can be used as
the basis to test other family members to determine their chances of having either the disease or a child with the disease.
